NOVICE POINTS
HOW THEY WORK

Pure and Part-Bred ponies are graded into Novice and Open Competitors in each of the available categories.

These are as follows: 

Pure-bred: Ridden, Hunter and Working pony

Part-bred: Show Pony, Show Riding Pony, Show Hunter Pony and Working Pony
At this time – the Working Hunter classes are not graded.

One a pony has been graded Open – it is an Open pony for the remainder of its life regardless of any change of ownership

Ponies are upgraded as follows:
a) Only the following shows count for grading points: Horse of the Year, Autumn Gold Cup, Pretoria Show, Summer Show.

b) There need to be 3 competitors present and judged in the class for grading points to be awarded.
c) Grading points are awarded as follows: 5 for first, 4 for second, 3 for third, 2 for fourth and 1 for fifth
d) Once a pony has accumulated 11 points in any category it is classed as an open pony in that category.
e) If a pony wins a championship in any particular category – it will be classed open in that category.

f) If a pony wins an overall championship – at a show where individual category championships are not awarded, it will be classed open in the classes in which  it  qualifyified for the overall championship.

g) If a competitor who is still classified as novice elects to compete in the open classes and a place is awarded to the pony in the open category – it will be classed open in that category.
