Lease agreements for mares leased for the purpose of breeding one or more follows by a person who is not the registered owner of the mare but who has a prefix registered with SASBA must be lodged with the Society prior to the birth of the first foal born under such arrangement. Lease agreements must include a start and end date for this arrangement.
10) Proposal byMr. S. Kidson re: Tying of Tongues in harness classes

       Prposal that use of any material to tie down a pony’s tongue in a harness class should be banned.
Motivation
This restricting the movement of the tongue  causes discomfort and can leasd to 

permanent injury.And yet more tongue wounds are more common than most people realize.They are discovered when looking into the mouth.Still the pain of some tongue wounds may affect a horses ability to eat,and the scarring,tissue loss,neaural damage and other potensial aftereffects of these injuries can have a long-lasting repercussions,making a horse head shy and /or influencing how he responds to the bit.However,misuse of tongue ties can easily cut the tongue or cause neural injury.Oten due to nerve damage that in partial paralysis.A tight tie can easily cut into or completely sever the tongue.Bleeding is the most immediant sign of a recent tongue injury,but you may not see a lot of blood.Keep in mind that even healed injuries may affect how a horse responds to a bit,especially if 

the injurie was in or close to the bit part.Although many horses with healed tongues may behave normally,in some bits can continue to irritate or cause pain in scarred and /or deformed tissue.In terms of the Animal Protection Act {Act No 71of1962 Section2 {any person who overloads,overdrives,overrides,ill treats,neglects,infuriate,tortures or mains cruelty,kicks,goads or terrifies any animal or 2{1} uses on or attaches to any animal any equipment,appliance or vehicle which causes injury to such animal or which is loaded,uses or attached in such a manneras will cause such animal to be injured or to become distressed ot to suffer unnecessarily to the provision of this act and other law,be guilty of an offence.
