1) Opening

2) Attendance and Apologies

3) Confirmation of the Minutes of the AGM of 3rd May 2016
Confirmation of the Minutes of the AGM of 3rd May 2016 was proposed by Mr. Hylton Frost, seconded by Mrs. Roleen Carstens and unanimously accepted by the members.
4) Matters arising from the Minutes of the AGM of 3rd May 2016
There were no matters arising from the Minutes of the previous A.G.M.
5) President’s Report 
Mr. Carstens presented his report for the year which was unanimously accepted by the members.
6) Financial Report 
The Financial Report for 2016 was presented for approval. There were no questions and the report was accepted unanimously. The Treasurer, Mr. Muller, requested that members pay for work before the work is completed.
7) Ratification of Annual subscription and fee increases 
The only increases to fees were those required to cover the increases imposed by S.A.S.B.A. Acceptance was proposed by Mr. Hylton Frost, seconded by Mrs. Carstens and carried unanimously.
8) Ratification of appointment of Auditors 
The auditors for the prvious year GBG, had been appointed for the coming year. Ratification 

was proposed by Mr. Hans Jurie Uys, seconded by mr. Sydney Kidson and approved 

unanimously by the members.
9) Proposal  by Council for amendments to the Constitution (as per attached list).
It was confirmed that the Constitutional amendments had been circulated to all members. 
The proposed amendments were accepted unanimously.
10) Proposal by Council re Drug Testing:
· Clause 2.1.7 to be amended to read: To promote the well-being of Welsh Ponies, Cobs and Partbreds and to safeguard their welfare and dignity including  the right to conduct tests for prohibited substances.

· To develop a protocol for testing of “Prohibited Substances” to be attached to the bye-laws of the Society.
 The Council proposals were accepted unanimously.
12) Regional Championships (Mr. S. Gertse)

The President explained that the Regional Championships had been replaced by the National Championships at Robertson. The Western Cape regional Committee will set a new date & venue for the Regional Championships.
13) Judges & their selection (Mr S. Gertse)

The Secretary explined that under the current Constitution judges for National 

Championships are selected by Council. Any change to this process will require a change to 

the Constitution. However all members are welcome to propose names of judges for 

consideration by Council.
14) Discrimination against Albino ponies (Mr S. Gertse)

It was confirmed that in terms of the Show Rules there may be no discrimination against 

Albino ponies in any Welsh classes held under the auspices of the Society.
15) Seminars prior to the Championships (Mr S. Gertse)

Time constraints prevent the holding of seminars immediately prior to the National 

Championships and ponies competing in such Championships may not be inspected by the 

Judges prior to this event.
Mr. Hylton Frost suggested that relevant articles and videos should be downloaded on to 

the website so that they are accessible to everyone.

11) Legion of Merit & Long Membership Awards

20 long membership certificates were presented by the President. A Legion of Merit Award will be sent to Professor Van Blerk for Paddock Hill Sun Coquette.
