Proposed Changes to the Showing Rules

Proposer  Lynette Blackie

Seconder  Jack de Villiers

Rule 9.1: Any competitor striking a pony with a stick, cane or any other instrument more than 3 times in a class will be disqualified and asked to leave the arena.

Justification: this rule is applied in show jumping with much success. The show ring is the shop window for our beautiful ponies and they should be disciplined at home not in the ring.

Rule 9.2: Any competitor striking a pony on the head, ears or genitals or kicking the pony from the ground be immediately disqualified and asked to leave the arena.

Justification: Any person doing this is inflicting pain not discipline.

Rule 9.3: No pony may compete in more than four(4) classes per day.

Justification: The WPCS must be seen to be in step with all other disciplines. Show jumping entries are limited to four rounds a day which equates to two or three classes. Dressage schedules are written to limit a horse to two classes per day. Even school shows limit classes to four classes per day. It is difficult to assess a tired pony sometimes so limitation of classes helps ensure that exhaustion in ponies does not occur.

Motivation - If these rules are instated it will help prevent situations developing and create awareness of welfare. It is often difficult for witnesses to come forward due to social pressures. These rules will assist in punishing abuse in the ring at least.

Proposal to divide the Under 12 Driven Class into 2 separate classes the first allowing the driver to be accompanied by an adult and the second to allow the driver to be unaccompanied

Motivation - The classes get very large (20-30 Ponies) and some drivers are not able to drive the ponies on their own and would benefit from the assistance of an experienced driver. The class to be divided and no cross entry allowed between the two classes, effectively creating a novice and open class for Under 12 Drivers.

Proposal to divide the Under 5 Harness Class into an Under 3 Harness Class and an Under 5 Harness Class

Motivation - Ponies in the Under 5 Harness Class may have already been competing for a number of years and the novice ponies starting out have difficulty competing with the under 5 age group. Creating an under 3 class will allow ponies to complete with ponies of their own age and experience.

Proposed changes to the Constitution

Proposed that the Annual General Meeting  take place in conjunction with the National Championships

Motivation - Members from all Regions are present at the National Championships thus ensuring a greater participation of all members at Annual General Meeting. Most members can only afford to travel these distances once a year and will not be able to travel to two separate venues on two separate occasions.

A notice of time, date and place at which a General Meeting will be held, together with the agenda for the meeting, must be posted “or emailed” to every member of the Society at least 30 days before the meeting
